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A World Record at Eden Park

I t was a wet and miserable

morning, overcast and drizzling on
Thursday 9 September. The boys
were a little hyped up about
attending a possible world record
event. We arrived at Eden park at
around 9.30 a.m. and were the
first school there. The boys were
issued with tee shirts and a pack of
goodies. The pack consisted of a
raincoat, a souvenir rugby ball, a
wrist band, a ticket to the next ITM

Cup game at North Harbour
Stadium and of course the free tee
shirt. The other schools trickled in
by 11 a.m.

The world record for the most
consecutive rugby passes on a
football pitch stood at 262 in
England in 2005 and we were
aiming to break that today.
According to the rules of the game
each pass had to be more than 5
metres and so the ground was
pegged for 5.4 metres and all
passes should go back, meaning
no forward passes. We were given
instructions as to how the event
would proceed and we marched
down to the field to take up our
positions. The rain at this stage
decided that it will stick with us
and it was pouring. This made the
ball wet and the event even more
challenging.

There were 18 schools in total with
a mix of boys and girls. There was
also a school from Tonga. There
were a number of sports celebrities
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and teachers who all joined in. The
Prime Minister, the Honorable John
Key, arrived on the pitch at mid-

day. He was joined by other digni-
taries. Uncle Allen and Uncle Ar-
thur were also part of the world

record event.

The Prime Minister started the
first attempt at the world record

and we reached almost 200 passes
before some butter fingers
dropped the ball. On the third

attempt we reached 270 complete
rugby passes and set a new world
record for the most consecutive
rugby passes.

We created History!

Everyone was stoked and there
were loud cheers. We dried up
afterwards and lunch was
provided. It was a mean feed.
